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1. A NEW 2026 season REGISTRATION is REQUIRED to play in any Leagues, Tournaments, Nationals or All-American programs where USSSA Umpires or 
Staff are working. You MUST have a new or renew your team Manger Account to be on the field with youth players in a event with USSSA staff. 

2. A background must be completed on-line inside your USSSA Team Mgr. Account. We do NOT accept other entities background checks. All sports 
Directors are required to conduct their own background checks per the Safe Sport Act of 2017. This is a federal law and Utah State law with criminal 
penalties and financial penalties for violations.

4. Once your Team Registration is approved by JDP services, you may purchase Team medical insurance or create a roster. 
5. We ONLY accept insurance policies USSSA, ASA/USA and Little League. 

Some KEY Points 
* Utah USSSA will be using Birth Month and BIRTH YEAR to determine age classifications. See table chart on page 2. I will use this for my local events in 
Mesquite, Utah, Nevada and Idaho. I will allow 2006 players born between Sept 1- Dec 31 to play 18u events in the Fall of 2025. 
* EVENT classifications vs Team AGE classifications. These are two different things for teams to consider. 
* We run will run 11u, 13u, and 15u from in the FALL of 2025 ONLY. After Jan 1,2026  wewill run 10u,12u, 14/15u (During HS season), 16u and 18u. 
* C and Rec All-Star (RAS) classifications MUST be approved by the State Director. Not all C teams will qualify for certain events. 
* NOT all 11u, 13u 15u Teams will qualify to play in 11u or 13u or 15u events. It is a 1 by 1 approval review, discussion based on Sept 1st birth years/team 
skills. 
* Final Tournament Matches/Times are released EVERY Tuesday night week of event by 9pm or sooner.
